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Dwellers of Pushkini Street of 
Terjola will have innovated 
water infrastructure soon  
 
United Water Supply company 
announced a tender to reveal a 
company which will rehabilitate old 
water utilities in Terjola, the company 
said in a statement to “InterPressNews”.  
According to them, the application 
deadline for the tender is September 17.  
The winning company will have to finish 
all the work in two months after signing 
the contract. “Due to old pipes, there is 
a loss of water on Pushkini Street, which 
is an obstacle during the water supply 
process, which is limited to 7-8 hours 
during a day. Taking into consideration 
old pipes and water losses, they will be 
replaced into plastic ones. After the 
completion of all work, Pushkini Street 
residents will get improved water 
infrastructure.  The alleged budget of 
the project is 160 000 GEL,” - is said in 
a statement, issued by the company.

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Telavi - a city where water 
problem persists for more than 
20 years 

“The city is in a terrible situation. Because of 
lack of water, Telavi has become a city full 
of bottles and small reservoirs”, - tells Nino 
Gogolashvili to Radio Free Europe. She is a 
member of the civil rights movement. For 
more than twenty years the city of Telavi 
gets water for only 2-3 hours a day.  Nino 
lives in the high block of a house, and water 
to her tap used to come from 6 to 9 AM in 
the morning in the past. Nino is disturbed 
that now the water company does not follow 
even this rule and there is no set shift of 
water. “There is no certain time for us to 
know when water will come. We would plan 
our activities accordingly if we did, which is 
unimaginable without water. The work done 
by water utility companies is not effective. 
They started working before elections, but 
we do not trust them and do not count on 
them,” - Nino told the radio.  Malkhaz 
Arudashvili, Telavi resident, also recalls a 
time 20 years ago. He says that there was a 
24-hour water supply in Telavi, but people 
had other problems. Arudashvili says that all 
the residents have water reservoirs and it's 
a usual thing for the city residents.

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Two projects on COVID-19 in 
Georgia worth the loans 
equivalent to 180 mln euros  
 

Two loan agreement contracts between 
the government of Georgia and KFW 
Banking Group have changed. The 
letter sent to the parliament of Georgia 
clarifies about this. According to the 
letter, the two contracts originally were 
about Batumi municipal water 
infrastructure project [60 million euros] 
and Southern part of Samgori 
underground pipeline [150 million euros] 
and the money was supposed to be 
spent on those purposes. The letter 
clarified that 120 million euros out of 150 
were reprogrammed and directed to 
COVID-19 results alleviation and will 
flow into the budget directly.    
According to the new agreement, KFW 
Banking Group allocated 180 million 
euros of loans, which will span for 13 
years.

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Water utility systems will be 
installed to supply Tetritskaro 
municipality two villages with 
water  
 
To supply Tetritskaro municipality residents 
with non-stop water, intensive works are 
being carried out in the villages of 
Jorjiashvili and Boghvi. As a result of this 
work, 1 500 residents of two villages will get 
water for 24-hours. “InterPressNews” was 
informed about it from the Kvemo Kartli 
administrative entity. The works were 
financed from the budget allocated for the 
regions and it’s costs accounts for 2 466 
323 GEL.  
 
Central pipeline and local network were set, 
water meters were installed, water drainage, 
pump stations of the chlorination facilities 
and reservoirs were built. Shota 
Rekhviashvili, government representative in 
Kvemo Kartli, greeted the works taking 
place locally, with his deputy and other 
governing bodies of the region.  
 
“We observe Jorjiashvili-Boghvi water 
infrastructure project the cost of which is 2 
million and a half GEL, which entails 
installing pumping stations, chlorination 
facilities and a reservoir. It should serve 1 
500 people and by the end of October 
residents will have good quality drinking 
water for 24 hours, which is a serious step 
forward for the local people,” - Rekhviashvili 
said.
